IMPORTANT EVENT INFORMATION FOR ENSEMBLES 

 
Check-in:  
  
The Director Check-In table is by the bus entry. Packets will only be distributed to directors 
unless other arrangements are made in advance.  SNBS badges will be available when you 
check-in if this is your first performance in the SNBS. There will be 1 director and 6 staff 
badges.   Each group will receive 1 chaperone pass per every 10 students. 
 
Parking Information:  
 
The information you provided on your entry form (number of buses, etc.) has been used to create 
a parking plan. Please communicate to the parents who may be traveling with you in personal 
vehicles to use the spectator parking entrance and lot. General Parking will be in the lower lot 
next to the football field. Parking for buses, trailers, etc., will be mapped out for you. Please see 
the attached parking map for ensemble parking. 
 
Restrooms:  
Portable restrooms will be available for student use.  They will be located in the middle of the 
parking lot for the event.   Please see the attached map for exact location. 
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Health & Safety:  
 
A small first-aid tent will be set up near the food trucks and restrooms.  See attached map for 
exact location. Only basic first-aid items will be available. 
 
Hospitality:  
 
Hospitality area for directors/staff will be located just inside the stadium entrance on the left 
(Softball area)  

 
Music Warm Up Areas:  
 
Ensembles are not permitted to warm up in their parking area once competition has commenced.  
Amplified sounds such as Dr. Beats and front ensemble speakers are permitted only in the 
percussion warm up area at low volumes and must be pointed away from the football field; 
Drumlines may warm up on the grass at the designated areas. Color Guards may use the grass 
areas to warm up as well. 
 
Band Warm-up will be broken up into two groups and only in the designated areas at your 
designated times.  Warm-up A groups will need to face away from the school/stadium.  Warm-
up B groups will need to face towards the school.  Groups will need to leave warm-up area 10 
minutes before performance time to be ready for performance. 

 
Props and other Equipment:  
 
Props and other equipment may be staged at the bottom of the hill next to the staging area on the 
map. Please make sure you have adequate staff and volunteers to assist in moving props and 
equipment from the lot to the performance area. There is a hill that will need to be pushed up.  
Please reach out if you need any special accommodations for large or hard to move props. 
 
Performer Re-entry:  
 

Students will need to have their hand stamped for show entry after performance.  Please have 
students stamped as they are getting off of the bus.  Parking lot attendants will be available upon 
arrival. Each band will receive 1 complimentary pass (wristband) for every 10 students in the 
band. These passes are good for admission to the spectator area and will be included in your 
show packet 
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Staff Viewing Area/Sound Mixing Area:  

 
Reserved mixing seats will be located in the bleachers directly in front of the Press box (or the 
judge’s area if indoors) and will be clearly marked. 

 
Field & Hash Marks:  
 
Galena has a grass field with standard high school hash markings. Only lightweight items and 
pneumatic wheels are permitted on the track, no metal wheels and no heavy items with solid core 
tires.

Awards: 
 
The award ceremony will commence 30 mins after the last band performance.  Please have drum 
majors line up in the west end zone 10 mins prior to the start of the ceremony.  There will be 
awards for the following categories: 
 

A. Placement awards in each class.  
B. Outstanding Music in each class (All Music Captions added together)  
C. Outstanding Visual in each class (All Visual Captions added together)  
D. Outstanding Percussion in each class   
E. Outstanding Color Guard in each class  
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Adjudication Scores / Comments:  
 
Bands will receive a score based on a total possible 100 points computed to the nearest tenth of a 
point. We will be utilizing the Western Band Association (WBA) score sheets. The percentage of 
the total score for each caption is: 
 

o Music Effect: 25% (12.5% Program Effect and 12.5% Performance Effect) 
 

o Visual Effect: 25% (12.5% Program Effect and 12.5% Performance Effect) 
 

o Ensemble Music: 20% (10% Musicianship/Tone/Intonation and 10%  
Balance/Timing/Technique)     

 
o Ensemble Visual: 20% (10% Composition and10% Achievement)  

 
o Percussion: 5% (2.5% Composition and 2.5% Achievement)  

 
o Color Guard: 5% (2.5% Composition and 2.5% Achievement) 

 
The SNBS utilizes Competition Suite for all events; please make sure you have access to this 
program before you arrive to the event.  This is where you will find your comments, final ratings 
scores and placements.
